Reported in favor of its passage when amended as follows:

First: In Sec. 1, after “shall be repealed on June 30, 2046” and before the
period by striking out “2017” and inserting in lieu thereof “2018”

Second: In Sec. 2, 27 V.S.A. § 613, in subdivision (b)(2), after “June 30,
2016” and before “, the mortgagor” by striking out “2017” and inserting in lieu
thereof “2018”
